During this training (WOW! is a pre-requisite) participants continue their study of wetlands, practice additional 

activities included in the book, but not covered on day one, and learn the processes of leading WOW! Workshops, 

and protocols of the nationwide WOW!

August 9, 2012: 9pm-4pm             Rain Gardens as Outdoor Classrooms  
This one-day course introduces educators to the concept of rain gardens and their value as schoolyard habitats. 

Participants will understand how rain gardens benefit the environment by improving the watershed and how they 

can be used as an extension of the classroom. Participants will leave with the basic knowledge of how to plan, 

design and implement a rain garden from start to finish.  Cost: $40.00* 

August 8, 2012: 9am-4pm                      Wetland Plant ID: Know ‘em and Grow ‘em   
This course provides educators with an understanding of wetland plant ecology and adaptations, and the 

resources to identify plant species in the field.

August 7, 2012: 9am-4pm                   POW! The Planning of  Wetlands

the community.  POW! guides participants through wetland design and construction with the goal of utilizing the 

habitat as an outdoor classroom.
